Horses in the Town of Kitty Hawk

Continuing a tradition that has lasted for generations, the Town of Kitty Hawk has registered 36 horses for stabling and riding in the year 2009.  The horse owners have been issued the blue 2009 tag to be worn on the bridle or saddle when riding in the Town.

Only horses for which an annual permit has been issued can be stabled and ridden in the Town.  Horse owners must be Kitty Hawk residents.  Commercial use of horses, ponies and mules is prohibited within the Town of Kitty Hawk. 
 

Horseback riding is permitted on the beach under the following conditions: 

· During the period from May 15th to September 15th, horses may be ridden on the beach from 1/2 hour before sunrise until 10:00 am and from 6:00 pm until 1/2 hour after sunset.  

· Horses and riders can only access the beach at the following locations:  East end of Eckner Street, East end of Kitty Hawk Road, and East end of Byrd Street. 

· A group shall not exceed four horses with riders on the beach and public streets of the town. 

· The rider must remain with the horse at all times on the beach.  

· Horses cannot be ridden on the beach at a speed or in a manner likely to endanger persons or property.  

· Any feces dropped by the horse on the beach must be removed and disposed of away from the beach in an environmentally safe and appropriate manner. 

Recycling Reduces Waste

Recycling involves processing used materials into new products in order to prevent waste of potentially useful materials.

By recycling materials that we would otherwise throw away, we can reduce the amount of trash going into the landfill, helping our landfills last for a longer period of time.  As landfills fill up, communities are forced to find new space for solid waste.  As there are very limited opportunities for additional landfill space in Dare County and the surrounding area, having to ship our trash farther away could significantly increase this expense to the citizens of Kitty Hawk.  So, it is important to do what we can to increase the lifespan of our landfills.

After implementing recycling programs, local governments often achieve reductions in operational expenses and landfill costs.  People currently throw away millions of tons of recyclable materials every year.  It is estimated that over sixty percent (60%) of the "garbage" in landfills is material that can be composted or recycled.  Capturing even a small portion of these potential recyclable materials could result in significant savings to a community.

The Town of Kitty Hawk and Dare County operate a recycling collection center at the County boat ramp off of Bob Perry Road.  This recycling center is currently open 6 days per week, Monday through Saturday, with operating hours from 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  At this facility, the Town accepts recyclable plastics, aluminum cans, paper, cardboard, and glass, as well as minor residential debris, white goods, motor oil, scrap metal, and common household items.

Curbside pick-up of recyclable materials is also available to Town of Kitty Hawk residents once a week, on Mondays, for a monthly fee of $8.95.  If you are interested in signing up for this voluntary service, then please contact Outer Banks Hauling at 252-480-6699.

Fewer Plastic Bags on the Outer Banks

The General Assembly has ratified legislation (SB 1018 – Ban Certain Single Use Bags) to reduce the use of plastic and non-recycled paper bags on the Outer Banks. Effective September 1st, in counties that include barrier islands or a barrier peninsula, retailers may provide only reusable plastic bags except for packaging for fresh meat, fish or poultry products. Recycled paper bags may be substituted for reusable plastic bags.
