Barbara Smith, Secretary
Liaison White noted that Chairman Monroe is out of town, Vice Chairman Ferrier is sick, Layton was required to attend to business, and Council Liaison Klutz suffered a death in the family.  

While waiting for other members to show up, Brake reported that they will have the bridge ready to deliver at the Harris Tract Park by March 30th.  He had discussed colors for the accessories with the Engineer tonight.  Liaison White suggested that the amenities be of a natural color that will blend in with the surroundings.  Buckner also thought that it should be in keeping with the outdoors.  Brake said that he had proposed a green recycled plastic instead of a wooden unit.   Other color choices are gray and brown, but all are earth tones and will blend in. The members reviewed plans of the trash cans that Brake provided, which are on an aggregate/concrete base with recycled plastic.  It was desired to have the lids attached by a cable so that they would not be lost.  Brake indicated that none of this would result in a price change.  Brake related that he had submitted this design to the Engineer and had indicated to him that he would bring it for comment tonight.  The Engineer will get back with Brake tomorrow.   
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When no other members appeared, Buckner opened the meeting at approximately 7:20 p.m.

1.
Sampson Marine.  

Regarding the Harris Tract Park, Liaison White reported that Planning Director Heard has been attempting to have Jeremy Sampson complete the contract.  Brake noted that if Mr. Sampson had signed a Bid Bond, he can be told that he must execute the contract or he will lose it.  Until he signs the contract, he is not “on the hook”.  Liaison White noted that he has had the contract since January but he must still coordinate with the surveyor. There was some discussion about the length of time it is taking for the contract to be delivered.  Liaison White said that she had discussed this with Planning Director Heard and had indicated to him that it needs to be completed soon.  There are four months until the expiration date of June 30th.

2.
Harris Tract Park.  

Brake noted that Chairman Monroe had proposed more than was in the plans for the shuffleboard courts, and provided a bid to stain the concrete of the shuffleboard courts green with white lines.  However, it was not in the specs although it is priced that way.  Brake related his discussion with the Engineer Bill Royster about staining it.  Brake suggested that either Liaison White or the Planning Director call Monroe to ask about the shuffleboard courts.  Although the concrete will be put down in the next thirty days, they will not need to be stained for another thirty days.  Liaison White said she would put the information in an e-mail and request feedback from every​one.  Buckner noted that Monroe is out of town.  Brake suggested that the e-mail state that Monroe has recommended this, and ask how everyone feels about it.  Perhaps that will lead to a consensus on it.  Brake continued that this is an upgrade from the specifications, and the Engineer wants some direction.  Liaison White will send an e-mail to Brake, who will let the Engineer know.  

3.  Kitty Hawk 8K:  

Liaison White informed the members that the Coastal Reserve will hold this Race on Saturday, April 28th, and Sydney Fleming will direct it.  A link has been posted on the Town website for Kitty Hawk Woods which provides more information about this Race.  It has registration forms and other information.  Jackson  thought that they were trying to incorporate all of the runs on the island.  He also discussed the question of insurance coverage.  Liaison White noted that there will be tables for bottled water, fruit, and snacks and volunteers are needed.  The Recreation Com​mittee could do some things ahead of time at one of the Committee meetings, such as filling bags with T-shirts and free goodies.  She questioned if the members would be interested in doing tasks like these.   Buckner related that discussion about insurance came up at the Heritage Day Com​mittee meeting.  Their Liaison Sandy Hawley plans to check into whether the umbrella policy includes the 18K Run.  
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4.  Projects:  

Liaison White queried if there were any projects to be worked on that the members have been thinking about.  It would be a Committee generated project rather than the Liaison’s, and something in which the Committee could take ownership, and be their product.  She requested that the members consider this.  

5.
Resolution for Bicycle and Pedestrian Safety at the corner of The Woods Rd. and Highway 158:  

Liaison White reported that she had called Chad Edge about the Committee’s request to move forward with the bollards.  They will need to order them, so Mr. Edge will e-mail Liaison White with a timeframe of how long it will take to receive them and to install them.  There was some discussion about the type of bollards being used.  Liaison White thought that Mr. Edge had said that they would be bolted down.  They will be temporary until a curb can be put in, and then the curbing will remain with the bollards for awhile.  They are willing to move forward and take action, and it will most likely take six to eight weeks.  She hoped that these will be installed by Memorial Day.  Liaison White will e-mail him again if she has not heard anything soon.  

6.
Lillian Street:  
Liaison White related that RPC, Inc. is working on this project and twenty days ago was esti​mated to have a 45 day completion date.  Brake said that in looking at it, not much is needed to complete it.  

7.
Kitty Hawk Village Multi-Use Path:  

Liaison White reported that DOT has its permits.  Brake added that RPC, Inc. was the low bidder with the State and will begin on March 26th.  He described all the preparatory work DOT said they must do in there which will take a minimum of thirty days, and RPC begins on March 26th.  It is to be completed by May.  Liaison White noted that the funding runs out in June.  She noted that Mayor Pro Tem Bateman is on top of that.  

8.
Additional Parking at the Bath House.  

Liaison White presented a copy of a letter received from Congressman Jones which indicated that he had received a response from the U.S. Postal Service.  It provided the name and address of Frank Tate, Real Estate Specialist, for possible assistance to a mutual resolution to the Town’s need for beach access parking.  The members discussed the letter and what fees might be charged.  Liaison White indicated that this could now move forward into negotiations.  
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9.  Other Business:  

· Liaison White clarified that she will e-mail everyone about the shuffleboard court, and meet 

with Sandy Hawley regarding the insurance.  

· She queried if there was any item the members would like to have included on next month’s agenda.  Regarding the Recreation Master Plan, Liaison White thought that members were to send any comments to Councilwoman Klutz to be included in the Plan. They will then attempt to have the it adopted.  Buckner indicated that she has some comments that she will put into the Councilwoman’s box.  Liaison White discussed the possibility of acquiring funds that are available to create a more extensive Master Recreation Plan, as there is much that could be added that they do not have the financial resources to do.  For instance, they have not generated any public participation other than what the previous citizens’ survey had as to what people want in the community.  If they had additional funding, they could hold a public participation session, or do a recreational needs survey.  These kinds of things could help them to figure out what direction they want to go.  

Participation on the last town-wide survey was good, and was sent out to every property owner.  Faircloth questioned if it was done online how they would determine that one person did not send many replies.  Liaison White answered that they could do mailing surveys.  There are also standards, such as how much area they need for a pocket park.  They could begin estimating what their standards would be for those types of facilities, which could be very detailed and elaborate.  They could obtain funding to really explore this and work out the details if the Committee would like to do so.  It would be added to the existing Master Recreation Plan.  

Liaison White suggested that the members provide their comments to either her or Council​woman Klutz to be added to the Master Recreation Plan.  She also has some information to review with the Councilwoman .  It would then be sent on to the Planning Board for review, since they may have additional comments, and then on to Town Council who might deter​mine more to add into it, and then return it to the Recreation Committee.  Liaison White dis​cussed a possible meeting so that the Plan could be presented to the Planning Board.  She also explained that the Planning Board had planned to meet with the Recreation Committee regarding the Town Master Plan, but it was set aside and the meeting never happened.  Liaison White suggested that she talk to Planning Director Heard regarding putting this on the Planning Board Agenda, and allowing the Board time to review it and make comments.  

· Brake questioned if the Town  has hired a clearing contractor and a surveyor for the path along the Boardwalk in the Harris Tract.  Liaison White indicated that they had hired a sur​veyor.  Brake discussed the importance of moving along with that element of the job.  Liaison White said that they were waiting for the surveyor to stake the path more accurately in order to have the clearing people go out and look at it.  Planning Director Heard had   
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indi​cated that he had put Jeremy Sampson in contact with the Town’s surveyor, and was waiting for them to communicate.  She noted that this must be done before Mr. Sampson can even get out there.  Liaison White said that she would talk to the Planner about it.
