1. Alan Giese and Bill Deutschlander.  Request for a public hearing to be scheduled on May 3, 2010 for a text amendment and a conditional use permit for Kitty Hawk Farm Market. 
6. Consent Agenda - Items on the Consent Agenda are considered to be non-controversial, routine in nature or items not requiring a presentation to or discussion by the Town Council in order to consider the item(s).  Any item may be removed for discussion by Council or by any member of the Audience who wants to hear the item presented and discussed.    
a.) Approval of Minutes:  March 1, 2010 Regular meeting and March 8, 2010 Recessed meeting. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will approve these minutes.)

b.) Tax Pick Ups and Releases - (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this report.) 
c.) Revenues and Expenses Report for February 2010. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this report.) 
d.) Child Abuse Prevention Month, April 2010 Proclamation – This proclamation from the Healthy Carolinians of the Outer Banks Child Abuse and Neglect Task Force is promoting Child Abuse Prevention Month during the month of April in Dare County.  It calls upon all citizens, community agencies, faith groups, medical facilities, elected leaders and businesses to increase their participation in their efforts to support families, thereby preventing child abuse and strengthening the community in which we live.  (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this proclamation.) 
e.) Government Access Channels Committee Budget – The proposed FY 10-11 budget includes a position change from part time to full time employee, expenditures, and capital improvements for a total of $108,463.94.  (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will approve this budget.) 
f.) Hurricane/Disaster Debris Removal Interlocal Agreement – This agreement with Dare County will allow the county, in the event of a natural disaster, to coordinate the collection of disaster related debris.  (An affirmative vote of the Consent Agenda will approve this agreement.) 

g.) Annual Audit Contract – This contract to audit the town’s accounts for FY 09-10 is with Dowdy & Osborne LLP, CPA’s and is in the amount $17,750.00.  Last year the town approved extending audit services for two years with this firm for fiscal years ending 2010 and 2011 for an amount of $17,750 each year.  (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will approve this contract.) 
h.)  Resolution in Opposition to the South Atlantic Fishery Management Plan Amendment 17B – This resolution requests the implementation of the amendment be postponed or denied until more study and examination is completed.  It also asks that the full resources, information, data, and opinions of the Dare County Working Watermen’s Commission be made available to the Secretary of Commerce in the course of his deliberations about this matter.  (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will adopt this resolution.) 
i.)  FY 09-10 Street Paving Award – It is recommended the low bid of $58,340 from RPC Contracting be approved.  The areas include Birch Lane, Grissom Street, Fonck Street, Historic Street, Cay Trail, Sand Dune Drive, and Smith Street.  (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will award the bid to RPC Contracting.)

8. Public Hearings:
a.)  Text Amendment: Application to eliminate Section 42-526, Overhead transmission      system, in its entirety.  The proposed ordinance would eliminate previously established       requirements for overhead transmission systems (large power lines) to be located within a       single corridor through the Town of Kitty Hawk and limiting such uses as conditional uses in       all zoning districts.

b.) Text Amendment: Application to amend Sections 42-250(c)(32)k and 42-251(c)(33)k of the Kitty Hawk Town Code to allow “Electrical vehicle dealerships” to be located on properties      without access onto a street with a speed limit of 35 m.p.h. or less if all vehicles are to be delivered off-site.
c.)  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish an electrical       vehicle dealership in Unit E of the existing multi-tenant building at the Jordan Plaza, 3722 N. Croatan Highway.  The proposed use would include the rental, sales, and servicing of street-legal golf carts.

d.) Text Amendment: Application to amend Section 42-250 of the Kitty Hawk Town Code with the addition of subsection (c)(33) permitting produce stands as a conditional use in the       Beach Commercial (BC-1) district.

e.) Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish a produce  stand on the northern side of the property containing the Solo Station at 4017 N. Croatan Highway.
