RECREATION COMMITTEE MEETING

REGULAR MEETING

APRIL 26, 2011

KITTY HAWK MUNICIPAL BUILDING

1. CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE
Chair Christine Buckner called the meeting to order at approximately 6:05 p.m.  The following committee members were also present:   Secretary Rita Phillis, Bill Tomlinson and Ricky Brake.  Co-Chair Dusty Rhoads was absent. Council Liaison Emilie Klutz was also present.  

2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA/MINUTES

After correcting a spelling error in the minutes of the January 25, 1011 meeting the minutes and agenda were unanimously approved.

3. PUBLIC COMMENT

Dennis and Christine Stadther mentioned that they were present because of their interest in the Dare County Park being constructed on W. Kitty Hawk Rd. 

4. PROJECT UPDATES

Sandy Run Phase II – Buckner met with Town Manager Stockton for an update. The geotechnical work is done and the design work has started and should be doe by the end of June. The job should be advertised in June, awarded in July and started in August. Brake mentioned that performance bonds should be required and Klutz said she’d mention that to the council.
The observation tower will follow Bob Stewart’s design but CAMA will permit a second tier to the tower. It was agreed to proceed with one tier. Completion is expected in September. Jeff Pruitt has suggested that something in Ph. II be dedicated to Bob Stewart and the committee agreed that it will be the tower.

DARE COUNTY PARK – Bucker spoke with John DeLucia who told her that the job is running well. A phone line had to be run which caused a minor delay. He also said the skate park will be bigger that originally planned with no additional cost.  Brake said the stones are in and the sidewalks started. The pavilion is almost finished and the building for the dog park is done. Plumbing is not in yet as a decision needs to be made as to what needs provided to have water available for the dogs using the park. It’s estimated the park will be finished in mid June.

Mr. Stadther mentioned that he had done work with dog parks in Northern Virginia and offered to help in any way possible. Buckner said she’d pass his contact info on to Tim White with Dare County. There was also discussion of whether there should be an annual fee to use the dog park. Buckner will pass the committee’s concern onto Tim White.

SIDEWALK ON EAST KITTY HAWK ROAD – The sidewalk is finished. Buckner mentioned that there was an overrun for engineering costs due to the need for an additional bulkhead, etc. The engineering had been around $13,000.00 but ended up being $22,050.00. Klutz said that no additional money had to be budgeted as there was money available from other projects. She also said that a Capitol Reserve Fund will be established for excess funds left from any other recreation projects.

There was discussion of how pedestrians will get from the sidewalk to the beach access and Klutz said the town staff is trying to negotiate with property owners to get a right of way for safer pedestrian access.

LILLIAN STREET PARKING – The expansion is not budgeted but town staff has been directed to pursue grants for funding. 
5. ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COMMITTEE MEMBERS
Brake had nothing to discuss, Phillis had nothing to discuss. Tomlinson asked if there’s a way to put a path from Sandy Run Park to the county park but Brake explained that there is a water obstruction. Buckner had nothing to discuss.
