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1. CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE
Buckner called the meeting to order at approximately 6:05 p.m. In addition to the chair the following members were present:  vice-chair Dusty Rhoads, Rita Phillis, Ricky Brake and Tom Heffner. Council Liaison Jeff Pruitt was also in attendance.

2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Phillis moved to approve the agenda, Heffner seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 4, 2014 MEETING
Phillis moved to approve the minutes, Heffner seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

4. PUBLIC COMMENT
No one came forward to speak.

5. ELECTION OF NEW OFFICERS
Phillis nominated Buckner to serve another term as chair, Rhoads seconded. The vote was unanimous. Phillis then nominated Rhoads for another term as vice-chair, Buckner seconded. The vote was unanimous. Buckner nominated Phillis as secretary, Rhoads seconded. The vote was unanimous.

6. PROJECT UPDATES
Lillian Street – the committee received a handout from John Stockton stating that DENR is funding $52,000 for the Lillian Street Parking expansion and that the town is applying for a 25% matching grant from the Tourism Bureau. Chances are very good that the grant will be approved.

7. NEW BUSINESS
Replacement of bollards at NC 158 and The Woods Road – The bollards are the responsibility of NCDOT and John Stockton will contact NCDOT about having them replaced.

Windgrass Circle – Buckner provided background on the history of the Windgrass Circle plans. Discussion followed about using the overage from Sandy Run Park to install a pier. Pruitt provided info on the new codes for piers. Brake suggested waiting until the Lillian Street Parking Lot Extension is finished. Discussion also followed about doing something at the small property the town owns on Moor Shore Rd.

Signage at NC 12 Crossings – Heffner suggested additional signage to protect pedestrians as they cross NC 12. Pruitt handed out info on a program suggested by students at First Flight High School – flags would be provided at crosswalks for pedestrians to use as they cross 12. It was agreed to ask Chief Johnson to increase patrols on NC 12 on the weekend to see if drivers are stopping for pedestrians.

Replacement of Rumble Strips on Kitty Hawk Rd. – Heffner mentioned that the rumble strips need replaced. Pruitt will have John Stockton contact NCDOT to have the work done.

8. ITEMS FROM COUNCIL LIAISON

Pruitt brought the committee up to date on the issues at Covered Bridge Road. The preserve belongs to DENR but some property owners think that it is private property and have been chasing people off the property. 

9. ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COMMITTEE MEMBERS

Brake complimented NCDOT for keeping the shoulder on 12 clean. Rhoads reiterated the need for safe pedestrian crossings on 12. Heffner, Phillis and Buckner had nothing to bring up.

10. NEXT MEETING DATE

The next meeting was set for Tuesday October 28, 2014 at 6:00 p.m.

11. ADJOURN

Phillis moved to adjourn, Brake seconded. The motion passed unanimously and the meeting adjourned at approximately 7:20.
