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1. CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE

Vice-Chair Dusty Rhoads called the meeting to order at 6:03. The following members were also present:  Secretary Rita Dorn Phillis and Tom Hefner. Council Liaison Jeff Pruitt was also present.

2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Phillis moved to approve, seconded by Hefner. The motion passed unanimously.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM THE JANUARY 15, 2015 MEETING

Rhoads moved to approve, Phillis seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

4. PUBLIC COMMENT

No one came forward for public comment.

5. ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Rhoads nominated Christine Buckner for another term as Committee Chair, Phillis seconded. The vote was unanimous. Phillis nominated Rhoads for Vice-Chair, seconded by Hefner. That vote was also unanimous. Phillis agreed to another term as committee secretary.

6. PROJECT UPDATES

LILLIAN STREEET: The Lillian Street project is complete. Discussion followed of the traffic problems on Rt. 12 due to the emergency NCDOT repairs.

7. NEW BUSINESS

The traffic bollards at the intersection of 158 and The Woods Road have been replaced. There was discussion of whether a pier at Windgrass Circle will be feasible. The committee also discussed improved signage on the Beach Road and replacement of the rumble strips on W. Kitty Hawk Rd.

8. ITEMS FROM COUNCIL LIAISON

Councilman Pruitt told the committee that the town had 150,000.00 in Capitol Reserves. After some was used for repairs there is 143,684.00 remaining which is budgeted for Parks & Trails improvements. He said that if the committee found a need for a project it could be budgeted out of reserves, otherwise it will be held in reserves in case there is an emergency such as such as a storm destroying Sandy Run Park, etc. He also said that the pier at WIndgrass Circle needs to remain in the back burner for now.

9. ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COMMUNITY MEMBERS
Hefner mentioned that the canals need cleaned out. Pruitt said the council has received other complaints and that staff is researching which state agency should handle the clean out. Phillis did not have any items. Rhoads provided a handout of several ideas for the committee such as applying for a grant for flyers for the realty companies to give out concerning beach safety, etc., a grant for the crosswalk flag proposal that had been presented to council by local students, scheduling and implementing an annual Harvest Fest and asking Dare County to consider a reconfiguration of the park to allow for a ball field. Phillis suggested that the committee brainstorm at the next meeting for concrete ideas to present to council.

The next meeting was scheduled for Tuesday October 27.

There being no further business, Phillis moved to adjourn. Rhoads seconded; the vote was unanimous. The meeting adjourned at 7:10.
