RECREATION COMMITTEE MEETING
JULY 27, 2010

KITTY HAWK TOWN HALL

1.  CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE
Chairman Christine Buckner called the meeting to order at proximately 6:05 p.m.  The following committee members were also present:  Co-Chair Dusty Rhoads, Rita Dorn Phillis, Ricky Brake and Bill Tomlinson.  Council Liaison Emilie Klutz was also present.

2.  APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Buckner suggested moving the discussion of the NC 12 West-side Path to the end of New Business (Item 6).  Tomlinson moved to approve the agenda as amended, Phillis seconded, motion passed unanimously.
Buckner mentioned that Klutz has suggested some updates to the Recreation Master Plan.  The committee will receive copies of the 2007 master plan to review before the next meeting so suggestions can be made about the updates.

It was mentioned that Megan Shaw of the Coastland Times was present.

3.  APPROVAL OF APRIL 27, 2010 MINUTES
There was one minor spelling change to the minutes of the April 27, 2010 meeting and a change on page 8.  The amended minutes were approved unanimously.
4.  PUBLIC COMMENT

No one came forward for public comment.
5.  OLD BUSINESS

Buckner said that Klutz has suggested some updates to the Recreation Master Plan.  The committee will receive copies of the 2007 master plan to review before the next meeting so suggestions can be made about the updates.

6.  NEW BUSINESS

ELECT COMMITTEE CHAIR:  Phillis nominated Buckner, seconded by Tomlinson.  The motion carried unanimously.

ELECT COMMITTEE VICE-CHAIR:  Phillis nominated Rhoads, seconded by Tomlinson.  The motion carried unanimously.

Buckner mentioned that there was no longer any money in the budget for a recording secretary.  She nominated Phillis to be the recreation committee secretary.  The motion carried unanimously.  Buckner also said that Elizabeth Reilly is the new staff liaison for the committee and that the minutes should now be sent to her.  Buckner complimented Reilly on her great attitude and enthusiasm.

Buckner said that when she was first put on the committee the committee had 5 members and 2 alternates.  Phillis suggested that the committee stay at 5 for the time being.  Rhoads said the committee should stay at 5 until the economy picks up.  Tomlinson asked if the committee should ask for town neighborhoods to appoint homeowners to the committee as liaisons.  Discussion ensued about the neighborhood associations and Klutz suggested that Reilly could make an announcement in the town newsletter asking for neighborhood reps to attend the meetings.
Buckner made a motion to reduce the committee membership from 7 to 5 with 3 members serving 4 year terms and 2 members serving 2 year terms.  Brake seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Buckner said that Joe Heard had contacted Steve Molen to ask if there is a minimum number of meetings required for town committees and found there is no minimum.  Discussion followed of how many meetings the committee should have.  Tomlinson moved for quarterly meetings with additional meetings called as needed; Phillis seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

7.  PROJECT UPDATES
Liaison Klutz brought up the plan for a bike path on NC 12 (Beach Road).  She said that Councilman Bateman had been involved in the other town paths and is very interested in a path for NC 12.  She said there may be some state money available but cautioned that in some places on 12 the first stable line of vegetation is on the west side of the road.  While the path is in the master plan it won’t happen quickly.  She also said that town staff could identify areas of concern.  There is strong public support for a path.  She suggested that the committee inform staff that the committee supports the path.  Phillis made a motion to inform town staff of the committee’s support; Rhoads seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
It was announced that Phase II of Sandy Run Park received a PARTF grant in the amount of $144,000.00.  The application to the Tourist Bureau will be presented in August.  Klutz said the chances were excellent that the Tourist Bureau will approve the grant and also complimented Tim Aydlette on the job he did making the case for the PARTF grant.

The Dare County Park is in the permitting process.  Brake mentioned that the job will probably be awarded as a design/build project.  He also mentioned concerns that he has with some of the aspects of the skate park; specifically the materials that may be used.  Buckner said she’d email John DeLucia for an update.  Brake suggested another meeting with DeLucia should be requested. 

Buckner provided an update on the proposed sidewalk on Kitty Hawk Rd. between 158 and 12.  The money is available and council wants to proceed.  There was also discussion of how dangerous it is to cross 12 from Kitty Hawk Rd.

8.  ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COMMITTEE MEMBERS
Brake mentioned that there isn’t enough public beach parking in Kitty Hawk and said the Lillian Street Beach Access needs enlarged.  He suggested finding out who owns the land between the Mattress Mart and the access to see if the land could be used for parking if the town clears the area and maintains it.  Klutz said she’d ask town staff to find out who owns the land.

Rhoads brought up the sand that blows onto the Beach Road; Klutz said she’d speak with the Town Manager about having Public Works keep it pushed/swept back.

There was also a brief discussion of the paths on Kitty Hawk Road; specifically about the lack of shoulders and rights of way.

9.  SET NEXT MEETING DATE
The next meeting will be on Tuesday October 26 at 6 p.m.

10.  ADJOURN
Phillis made a motion to adjourn; Tomlinson seconded.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at approximately 7:50.
