b.) Revenues and Expenses Report for June 2010. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this report.) 
c.) Tax Pick Ups and Releases. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this report.) 
d.) Report of Deposits and Investments - This semi-annual report to the Local Government Commission, as required by G.S. 159-33 and 115C-446, shows where and how the Town’s finances are deposited and invested.  It is Town policy to have this reported to the Town Council after the report has been filed.  (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this report.) 
e.) Law Enforcement Liaison Grant (Region 1) – This grant is a “no match” grant from the Governor’s Highway Safety Program to assist the Department’s GHSP liaison, Det. Brian Strickland with travel for all meetings and seminars.  The remainder of the monies will be used to purchase approved traffic safety equipment.  The grant amount is $10,000.00.  (An affirmative vote of the Consent Agenda will approve this grant.)

7. Planning:
a.)  Call for Public Hearing.  Text Amendment: Proposal to update Sections 38-134(e) and (f) by replacing references to the 1977 Soil Summary of the Outer Banks with references to the most recent soil survey data compiled by the USDA, Natural Resources Conservation Service.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the Tuesday, September 7, 2010 Town Council meeting.

8.  New Business:   

a.)  Clarifying Ordinance Intent – Recent code enforcement actions have highlighted the need for clarification of intent of Chapter 4, Section 4-5, Animals and Chapter 22, Section 22-117, Nuisances.

b.) Mutual Aid Agreement with Lower Currituck Volunteer Fire Department – G.S. 58-83-1 allows mutual aid assistance between fire departments.  The agreement will remain in effect until termination upon the serving of a thirty day written notice to the fire chief of the other party.  
c.) VIPER Radios for Fire Department and Police Department – The radios have been budgeted and approval to purchase this capital expenditure is requested.

d.)  Amendment to Kitty Hawk Town Code.  Chapter 20, Art. III Stopping, Standing, or Parking, Sec. 20-51.  No Parking Zones.   This amendment will make the north side of Fonck Street, from the intersection of Lindbergh Avenue east to Virginia Dare Trail, a “No Parking” zone.
e.)  Amendment to Kitty Hawk Town Code.  Chapter 20, Art. III, Stopping, Standing, or Parking, Sec. 20-54, Parallel Parking, sub-section (a) (8).  This amendment will delete parallel parking on the north side of Fonck Street from NC 12 to Lindbergh Avenue.

f.)  Emergency Preparedness, Response, and Recovery Plan. This plan has been revised and is now ready for consideration of approval.
