8. Public Hearings:

a.)  Text Amendment: Add Section 42-277(c)(16) Event Facilities as a conditional use in the Village Commercial (VC-2) zoning district, subject to a variety of conditions.

b.)  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish an event facility in a Village Commercial (VC-2) zoning district within the existing Cozy Kitchens’ showroom at 921 W. Kitty Hawk Road.

c.)  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish a home occupation in a Village Residential (VR-1) zoning district in the garage of the existing residence at 3863 O’Neal Lane.  The home occupation business would include the repair and maintenance of pressure washers and airless sprayers on site.  

9.  Return to Regular Session:

Council action for 9 (a, b, c) may include approval, denial, approval with modifications, or tabling action.

10.  Planning:

a.) Text Amendment:  Amend Section 4-5, Commercial and noncommercial uses of horses; stabling, with minimum standards for the size of and setbacks for pasture areas.

b.)  Text Amendment:  Amend Section 38-63 by adding subsection (n), requiring that all final plats contain information documenting current flood zones.

c.) Call for Public Hearing.  Text Amendment: Amend Section 42-276(c) of the Kitty Hawk Town Code to clarify the maximum size of businesses in the Village Commercial (VC-1) zoning district.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the January 10, 2011 Town Council meeting.

11. Unfinished Business:
a.)  Text Amendment: Proposal to add Section 42-527, Small Wind Energy Facilities, to the Kitty Hawk Town Code outlining standards for the establishment of wind energy facilities up to 35 feet in height and 20kW capacity.

b.)  Text Amendment: Proposal to amend numerous sections of the Kitty Hawk Town Code to clarify and change standards for the site plan approval process.  A new section 42-98(j) is proposed to require site plan review and bringing the property up to current development standards when establishing a new commercial use on any property that has been vacant for two years or more.

12.  New Business:   

a.)  FY 10-11 Street Paving 
The town received two bids for repair and resurfacing on the following streets: Woodard Rd, Oak Run, Danny Lane, Shell Circle, Mariner's View, and Windgrass Circle.  The low bid was from Barnhill Contracting for $60,236.40. The Public Works Director requests permission to accept the bid from Barnhill with an option to do up to $5,000.00 of additional repair work.
