5.  FY 09-10 Audit Report/Dowdy & Osborne, LLP, CPA’s - Dowdy & Osborne, LLP has audited all statements and disclosures required by generally accepted accounting principles and additional required legal statements and disclosures of all funds and/or divisions of the Town of Kitty Hawk for the period beginning July 1, 2009 and ending June 30, 2010.  The annual audit includes a review of the Town’s system of internal controls and accounting practices as same relates to accountability of funds and adherence to requirements of the North Carolina Local Government Budget and Fiscal Control Act (N.C.G.S. 159).  Teresa Osborne will present the Town’s FY 2009-10 audit report to Council.  (Council may acknowledge and accept the audit report.)

Any item may be removed for discussion by council or by any member of the audience who wants to hear the item presented and discussed.    
a.) Approval of Minutes.  October 4, 2010 regular meeting. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will approve these minutes.)

b.) Revenues and Expenses Report for September 2010. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this report.) 

c.) Tax Pick Ups and Releases. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this report.) 

d.) Resolution to Adopt the Dare County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan as the Official Hazard Mitigation Plan for the Town of Kitty Hawk.  (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will adopt this resolution.) 
e.)  FY 10-11 Budget Amendment #2 – Re-appropriation of prior year funds in the amount of $6,260.00.  (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will approve this budget amendment.) 
f.) Adoption of 2011 Town Council Meeting Calendar – The Town Council meets on the first Monday of each month unless that Monday is observed as a holiday.  In that event, Council may vote to meet on the Tuesday following the observed holiday or the following Monday.  In 2011 three holidays are observed on Council meeting night.  Staff is recommending the council meeting on January 3, 2011 (New Years Day observed) be scheduled for Monday, January 10, 2011, July 4, 2011 (July 4th observed) be scheduled for Tuesday, July 5, 2011, and the meeting on September 5, 2010 (Labor Day) be scheduled for Tuesday, September 6, 2011. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will approve the Meeting Calendar with the rescheduled Council meetings.)

 9. Public Hearings:

a.)  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish an outside equipment storage and staging area for a kayak touring business in a Beach Commercial (BC-2) zoning district on the vacant commercial property at 6100 N. Croatan Highway.

b.)  Text Amendment: Proposal to add Section 42-527, Small Wind Energy Facilities, to the Kitty Hawk Town Code outlining standards for the establishment of wind energy facilities up to 35 feet in height and 20kW capacity.

c.)  Text Amendment: Proposal to amend numerous sections of the Kitty Hawk Town Code to clarify and change standards for the site plan approval process.  A new section 42-98(j) is proposed to require site plan review and bringing the property up to current development standards when establishing a new commercial use on any property that has been vacant for two years or more.  

d.)  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish a one-bedroom apartment in a Beach Commercial (BC-2) zoning district on the second story of the existing convenience store at 5309 N. Virginia Dare Trail.

** NOTE: This conditional use application was withdrawn by the applicant on October 7, 2010 and will not need to be heard.

b.)  Call for Public Hearing.  Text Amendment: Add Section 42-277(c)(16) Event Facilities as a conditional use in the Village Commercial (VC-2) zoning district.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the December 6, 2010 Town Council meeting.

c.)  Call for Public Hearing.  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish an event facility in a Village Commercial (VC-2) zoning district within the existing Cozy Kitchens showroom at 921 W. Kitty Hawk Road.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the December 6, 2010 Town Council meeting.

d.)  Call for Public Hearing.  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish a home occupation in a Village Residential (VR-1) zoning district in the garage of the existing residence at 3863 O’Neal Lane.  The home occupation business would include the repair and maintenance of pressure washers and airless sprayers on site.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the December 6, 2010 Town Council meeting.
e.) Text Amendment:  Proposal to amend Chapter 22, Article III, Lot Clearing by removing wording and standards relating to noxious weeds and grass.
f.) Text Amendment:  Proposal to amend Section 38-63 by adding subsection (n), requiring that all final plats contain information documenting current flood zones.
