5. Public Comment - The General Public is invited to address the Town Council on any topic.  Please sign up with the Town Clerk before the meeting and when your name is called, come forward and speak into the microphone at the podium.  Please limit comments to 3 minutes.  

6. Consent Agenda - Items on the Consent Agenda are considered to be non-controversial, routine in nature or items not requiring a presentation to or discussion by the Town Council in order to consider the item(s).  Any item may be removed for discussion by council or by any member of the audience who wants to hear the item presented and discussed.    
a.) Approval of Minutes.  September 7, 2010 regular meeting. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will approve these minutes.)

b.) Revenues and Expenses Report for August 2010. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this report.) 

c.) Tax Pick Ups and Releases. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this report.) 

d.) Fiscal Year 09-10 Inter-Local Agreement with Dare County for Solid Waste Collection Services - This is a renewal of the existing agreement and provides for the following:  Twice per week residential collection from Labor Day through Memorial Day.  On the beach side of the by-pass only a third pickup per week from Memorial Day through Labor Day.  Residential collection services will be $107.85 per hour ($104.51 last year).  Commercial collection services will be $89.31 per hour ($87.39 last year).  Commercial collection will be three times per week January 1st through Memorial Day, four times per week Memorial Day through Labor Day, and three times per week Labor Day through December 31st.  Large item collection will be conducted twice annually and the Town will be billed at the rate of $250.00 per hour for such service.  These sums shall remain in effect until June 30, 2011.  The Town is responsible for all tipping fees incurred for the disposal of its solid waste.  (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will approve this Inter-Local Agreement.) 
e.) FY 10-11 Bids for Street Paving - The Public Works Director is requesting authorization to proceed and obtain bids for the FY 10-11 paving for Town streets and paths. Funds for this project will come from Powell Bill Funds, not to exceed $73,000 without Council approval.  (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will approve this request.) 
f.) FY 10-11 Budget Amendment #1 – Following Hurricane Earl the town applied for and became eligible for a 75% FEMA grant with accompanying 25% match in Disaster Grant Funds from the NC Division of Environment and Natural Resources.  The qualifying threshold was a minimum of $1,000 and the town incurred $14,456 in expenses.  This amendment will appropriate $14,456 representing 100% of the recoverable costs to the town.  (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will approve this budget amendment.)

8. Public Hearing:

a.)  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish a day care center in a Beach Commercial (BC-1) zoning district within the existing building at 4009 N. Croatan Highway.  The proposed day care center would be limited to a maximum of 96 children and staffed by 12-17 employees.

Council action for 8(a) may include approval, denial, approval with modifications, or tabling action.

10.  Planning:

a.)  Call for Public Hearing.  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish an outside equipment storage and staging area for a kayak touring business in a Beach Commercial (BC-2) zoning district on the vacant commercial property at 6100 N. Croatan Highway.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the November 1, 2010 Town Council meeting.

b.)  Call for Public Hearing.  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish a one-bedroom apartment in a Beach Commercial (BC-2) zoning district on the second story of the existing convenience store at 5309 N. Virginia Dare Trail.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the November 1, 2010 Town Council meeting.

c.)  Call for Public Hearing.  Text Amendment: Proposal to add Section 42-527, Small Wind Energy Facilities, to the Kitty Hawk Town Code outlining standards for the establishment of wind energy facilities up to 35 feet in height and 20kW capacity.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the November 1, 2010 Town Council meeting.

d.)  Call for Public Hearing.  Text Amendment: Proposal to amend numerous sections of the Kitty Hawk Town Code to clarify and change standards for the site plan approval process.  A new section 42-98(j) is proposed to require site plan review and bringing the property up to current development standards when establishing a new commercial use on any property that has been vacant for two years or more.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the November 1, 2010 Town Council meeting

e.)  Planning Board Meeting Schedule: The Kitty Hawk Planning Board is requesting to change the dates of its future meetings to the second Thursday following monthly Town Council meetings.  If approved, the Board members ask that the change be effective beginning in January 2011.

f.)  Staff Report: Per Council’s request, the Planning & Inspections Department has prepared information regarding Section 4-5, Commercial and noncommercial uses of horses; stabling.

g.)  Staff Report: Per Council’s request, the Planning Director has prepared information regarding Chapter 22, Article III, Lot Clearing.

11.  New Business:   

a.)  Award of Service Firearm and Badge – G.S. 20-187.2 allows a governing body the authority to award a retiring member of law enforcement his service firearm and badge.  Captain Mike Carver is retiring as of October 1, 2010 and it is requested the council award his badge at no cost to him and his service firearm for $1.00.
b.)  Text Amendment – Proposal to amend Chapter 4 of the Town Code with provisions and standards for dogs in public dog parks.
