[bookmark: _GoBack]a.) Approval of April 18, 2016 and May 2, 2016. (An affirmative vote for the consent agenda will approve these minutes.)

b.) Fiscal Year 15-16 Budget Amendment #7. This amendment will recognize and appropriate the $1,000 donation to the fire department that council approved at the May 2, 2016 council meeting. It will be used towards the purchase of an automated external defibrillator (AED) for Ocean Rescue. (An affirmative vote for the consent agenda will approve this amendment.)

c.) FY 15-16 Budget Amendment #8. This amendment is for the police department’s budget and will transfer $10,000 from vehicle supplies and materials to maintenance and repairs of equipment for $5,000 and supplies for $5,000 to cover a projected shortfall. (An affirmative vote for the consent agenda will approve this amendment.)

d.) Fiscal Year 15-16 Audit Contract and Commitment for Future Audits. This contract is in the amount of $18,500 for FY 15-16 and with a commitment from the Town for Fiscal Years ’16-17 and ’18-19 the amount will not increase. (An affirmative vote for the consent agenda will approve this contract and approve the three year commitment.)

e.) Amendment Number One to Interlocal Agreement with Dare County and the Towns of Duck and Kill Devil Hills. This agreement amends the project funding amount as a result of the lower bid with Great Lakes Dredging Company for beach nourishment. The bid came in at $18,855,878. (An affirmative vote for the consent agenda will approve this Interlocal Agreement.)



f.) Adoption of Capital Project Ordinance Amendment. This amendment to the original ordinance reflects the lower bid amount from Great Lakes Dredging Company for beach nourishment. The Project Ordinance is in the amount of $18,941,128. (An affirmative vote for the consent agenda will approve this amendment.)

g.) Special Obligation Bond Closing Documents for Beach Nourishment Funding. The documents include: (1) Bond Order; (2) Issuance Resolution; (3) Specimen Bond; (4) Certificate of Officials of the Town Regarding Resolutions, no Litigations, Signature Identification and Related Matters; and, (5) Federal Arbitrage and Tax Certificate. These documents are needed by Parker and Poe, Bond Counsel, for the closing on June 10, 2016. (An affirmative vote for the consent agenda will approve these documents.)
