5. Public Comment 

1.) Geri Sullivan, 31 10th Avenue, Southern Shores, NC: Good evening. I am Geri Sullivan and I am here tonight representing the Dare League of Women Voters. I am also presenting you with the 2015 copy of the Guide and to thank you again for your generous support. Complimentary copies of the Guide, which has been published by the League since 1988, are distributed annually to government and business offices throughout the county.
We would like to acknowledge the county commissioners, the towns and local businesses that contribute generously toward the publication expenses and acknowledge the support of the many employees who provide updates for us each year. Our Guide is published under the auspices of the state League of Women Voters Citizen Education Foundation. The Guide provides contact information for national, state, county and town officials. Additionally, the Guide has information on governmentally funded recreation areas and services, local attractions, voting information and emergency information. This year members of our league are distributing 6,800 copies all over Dare County. You will find them in libraries, post offices, the Baum and Fessenden Centers as well as the towns and county offices.
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The League of Women Voters is a nonpartisan political organization that encourages informed and active participation of citizens in government and influences public policy through education and advocacy. Publishing this Guide is part of our continued commitment to provide pertinent information to the voters. Membership in the League of Women Voters is open to anyone of voting age, female or male, and we are always looking for new members.

c.) FY 14-15 Street Resurfacing. The town received two bids for repair and resurfacing on the following streets or a portion thereof: Byrd Street, Lunar Drive, Palmer Drive, Beacon Drive, E. Tateway Street, and Lindbergh Avenue.  The low bid was from RPC Contracting for $92,900. The Public Works Director requests permission to accept the bid from RPC Contracting, and to proceed with the project with costs not to exceed $92,900 without approval of the Town Council. (An affirmative vote for the consent agenda will approve this contract.)

d.) Resolution Declaring March 15-21, 2015 as Flood Safety Awareness Week. This resolution is one measure the town takes to implement its Public Information Strategy to educate the public about the risks of flooding and opportunities to prevent or minimize damage during floods. (An affirmative vote for the consent agenda will adopt this resolution.)

Councilwoman Klutz made a motion, seconded by Councilman Pruitt, to approve the consent agenda. The vote was unanimous, 5-0.

Public hearing is scheduled for April 7, 2015 town council meeting. Councilman Pruitt seconded the motion and it passed unanimously 5-0.

b.) Call for Public Hearing: Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to allow a shared parking agreement, subject to certain conditions, between Johnson Mizelle Burgess & Straub and BK Shuckers. A public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the April 7, 2015 Town Council meeting.

Councilman Garriss made a motion to set a public hearing for the town council meeting on April 7, 2015 regarding the proposed conditional use permit which would allow shared parking between sites at Johnson Burgess Mizelle and Straub and BK Shuckers. A second was provided by MPT Bateman and it passed unanimously, 5-0.

a.) Coastal Planning and Engineering Update – Manager Stockton reported that Coastal Planning and Engineering has completed 92.4% of the work for the Storm Damage Reduction Project. The work includes project management, development of environmental documentation, data analysis and development for the off shore sand resource investigation and borrow area design report. 
b.) March 16, 2015 Recessed Meeting – Manager Stockton reminded everyone there will be a public hearing on March 16th, 2015 at the town hall to address the town’s intentions associated with Municipal Service Districts.

a.) Winks – In answer to the mayor’s question about the status of Winks Attorney Michael said he will have a report soon. The time for perfecting their appeal to the North Carolina Court of Appeals has run out so he is now in a position to file a motion to dismiss the appeal.

a.) Thank You - Councilman Pruitt thanked Officer Vucinovic for his service to the town and remarked how nice it is to see him out and about. He is always smiling and has been a great policeman for the Town of Kitty Hawk.
