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1. CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE

Chair Christine Buckner called the meeting to order at approximately 6:05 p.m. In addition to the chair the following committee members were present:  Co-chair Dusty Rhoads and Secretary Rita Phillis. Members Bill Tomlinson and Ricky Brake were excused. Mayor Pro-Tem Gary Perry was also present as council liaison Emilie Klutz was out of town.

2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Buckner asked that the signage for Sandy Run Park be moved from Old Business to New Business. Also the live oaks at Windgrass Circle and discussion of decorations for the Outer Banks Marathon were added to new business. Phillis moved to approve the amended agenda, seconded by Rhoads. The motion passed unanimously.

3. APPROVAL OF JULY 26, 2011 MINUTES

Phillis moved to approve the minutes, seconded by Rhoads. The motion passed unanimously.

4. PUBLIC COMMENT

No one came forward to speak for public comment.

5. OLD BUSINESS

As the signage was moved to Project Updates there was no old business to discuss.

6. PROJECT UPDATES

Sandy Run Park - Buckner reported that Waldt Construction was awarded the contract and started on Oct. 21 with completion anticipated in approximately 150 days. The boardwalk and kayak launch will be done first.

Sandy Run Signage – There was discussion of whether the committee should handle the signage or go to outside sources. The general consensus was to use outside sources for ideas. There was also discussion of what kinds of signs i.e. interpretive and of the size. Categories suggested include birds, plant life, history, aquatic life and fish.

Dare County Kitty Hawk Park Comments – Rhoads mentioned the park is getting tremendous use. He also mentioned that there was a small problem with parking when a skating event was held. Buckner complimented DC Parks & Rec for the excellent cleanup done after Hurricane Irene. She also mentioned she’d reported a minor problem with fencing gaps at the Dog Park.
7. NEW BUSINESS

Outer Banks Marathon – Buckner mentioned that it’s been recommended the Rec Committee take over the decoration suggestions/distribution for the OBX Marathon. Phillis will find out if there’s a contest between the towns. 

Live Oaks at Windgrass Circle – Surge from Irene took out the platform and stairs and two live oaks have severe erosion around the roots. Willy is pricing the replacement of the platform, etc. A CAMA permit will be required for a bulkhead to protect the live oaks. Discussion followed about the best way to replace the platform and stairs.

8. NEW BUSINESS

Rhoads said the committee needs to wait until winter is over before working on Gathering Day. We need to see how the community recovers from Irene and let people get through the winter before asking for donations, etc.

Buckner and Phillis had nothing to discuss.

9. NEXT MEETING DATE

The next meeting is set for January 31 at 6:00.

10. ADJOURN

Phillis made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Rhoads. The vote was unanimous and the meeting adjourned at approximately 7:15.
