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KITTY HAWK MUNICIPAL BUILDING

1 CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE

Chair Buckner called the meeting to order at approximately 6:10. In addition to the chair the following members were also present:  Vice-Chair Dusty Rhoads, Bill Tomlinson, Ricky Brake and Rita Phillis. Planning Director Joe Heard was also present.

2 APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Phillis moved to approve, seconded by Tomlinson. The vote was unanimous.

3 APPROVAL OF MINUTES

4 PUBLIC COMMENT

5 OLD BUSINESS

Planning Director Heard showed a Power Point presentation on Sandy Run Park showing the observation tower, kayak tie-ups, addition to the walkway, fishing pier with benches and the putting green that replace the shuffleboard court. He said that picnic tables have been bought and Buckner requested that at least one of the tables be handicap accessible. Trash cans have also been purchased. Heard also showed examples of signage for the Bob Stewart Fishing pier and interpretive signs for flora, fauna and aquatic life.

6 NEW BUSINESS

SANDY RUN PARK RIBBON CUTTING – The ribbon cutting is scheduled for May 16 at 2:00 p.m.

CITIZEN SUGGESTION FOR BIKE PATH SIGNAGE – Residents Lynne McClean & Tom Heffner have suggested some signage for the bike walking paths as they’ve noticed cyclists asking where to go after coming off Moor Shore Road. Discussion followed of how to provide signs. Heard suggested a wayfinding website.

TOWN OWNED PROPERTY AT 3809 MOOR SHORE  ROAD – 1.18 acres were deeded to the town in 2007. Buckner suggested a launch for water access using grants for funding. CAMA has a public access program that the town could use to apply for a grant to cover the cost of the site improvements. The plan will need to be incorporated into the Recreation Master Plan.

7 ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COMMITTEE MEMBERS

Brake asked about the town’s intention for safe beach access. Rhoads said the town has bought property for a dune walkover. The town is applying for a grant to build the walkover.

Phillis had no items to discuss. Tomlinson suggested a telescope for the observation tower at Sandy Run Park. Heard suggested it be added to next year’s budget. Rhoads reported there have been no major altercations at the county skate park on Kitty Hawk Rd. Buckner thanked Heard for his participation in the meeting and the presentation about Sandy Run Park. She asked the committee members to email him within one week with any signage suggestions.
